Simple Sentences 

The simplest of sentences have one noun and one verb. The most basic 

of sentences have a noun, which is the subject of the sentence, and 

verb.  

Examples of simple sentences include the following: 

 

Joe waited. 

"Joe" = (noun) subject, "waited" = verb 

 

 

Trains go. 

"Trains” = (noun) subject, "go" = verb 

 

 

Buckingham Palace, Carty’s 

Construction, Centra, Elvis Presley, 

Sean Connery 

mouse, human, sky, hamburger, 

tractor, sunshine, rock, mountain 



 

I looked. 

"I" = (noun) subject, "looked" = verb
