The incidence of sepsis in adults increases with age and is more likely in people with other co-morbidities. A person aged over 75 years is considered at very high risk for sepsis mortality as with ageing, co-morbidities are accumulated, and the immune system gradually deteriorates leading to increases in both sepsis incidence and mortality. In children the majority of deaths is in the under 1’s and probably due to underdeveloped immune system.

Please note the data we collect is from the Hospital Inpatient Enquiry System (HIPE) and therefore we do not have figures for deaths that occur outside of hospital. Data for 2023 is not yet available.
