The Health Service Executive has been requested to reply directly to you in the context of the above Parliamentary Question (Reference 26563/23), which you submitted to the Minister for Health for response.

The iPort device is not reimbursed under Community Drug Schemes including the Long-Term Illness (LTI) Scheme. An application for addition to the Reimbursement List was made and not approved in 2015. This decision followed a review by the HSE Expert Group on the basis of the published literature submitted. The company were informed that where further information of an acceptable grade published in the literature of added therapeutic benefit in improving glycaemic control is submitted by the company, the HSE will consider.
In order to conduct a value assessment, a Health Technology Assessment (HTA) is required for this product.
