Dear Deputy Funchion,
The Health Service Executive has been requested to reply directly to you in the context of the above Parliamentary Question (Reference 6552/24), which you submitted to the Minister for Health for response.

HIQA published an International Review of Clinical Guidelines and Models of Care for Long COVID in December 2022. Ten guidelines and one model of care that were deemed to be of higher quality had recommendations concerning the management and or treatment of long COVID. Two guidelines provided recommendations on the management of fatigue. Recommendations included, for example, a staged return to an activity programme, education and energy conservation strategies. There were no pharmacological therapies recommended for the treatment of COVID-associated fatigue.
