Dear Deputy Burke,
The Health Service Executive has been requested to reply directly to you in the context of the above Parliamentary Question (Reference 3049/24), which you submitted to the Minister for Health for response.

During 2023, a total of 36 new medicines were approved by the HSE, 15 of which are new medicines while 21 are licence extensions/new uses of existing medicines. 
· 14 of these medicines were approved on a cost-minimisation basis relative to existing therapies, i.e. an uplift in pharmaceutical expenditure will not be incurred for those medicines as they have demonstrated budget neutrality.

· 22 of these were new medicines/new uses of existing medicines.

· The breakdown of the 22 included 10 High Tech drugs, 7 Oncology drugs, 3 Community Scheme drugs and 2 are Hospital drugs.
