There is currently 1 WTE Public Health Nurse vacancy in Midleton due to statutory leave and 0.5 WTE 

vacant in Youghal Health Centre due to maternity leave.  The Public Health team in Midleton and 
Youghal are endeavouring to continue to provide developmental screening to all children residing in 

the Midleton and Youghal catchment. However, due to the current vacancies, there are some delays of 
4-6 weeks in appointments being issued. All children will be offered appointments for developmental 

screening.
