A number of factors lead wait times to longer wait times, and these include a growth in demand for 

services and also vacant posts (which we are recruiting to fill).  Reducing waiting times is a priority for 
the service, and we are actively working on strategies which include resource allocation; validation of 

waiting lists; streamlining process and optimising existing workloads, as well as recruitment to
