Process

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3. If your clinic is part of your regular HSE CHO/ Hospital Group stop smoking support service 

follow steps A – C below: 

A. Type of group: e.g. WCQ1 Men; DCU Staff; Dawn Meats; Q4Y2 

B. Venue  

C. The month and year that the course is starting:  

Example 1: Q4Y Mixed, Mallow YouthReach Centre, Feb 2022 

Example 2: WCQ Women, Ballyfermot Community Centre, August 2022  

4. If the clinic is funded under the Sláintecare Healthy Communities Programme, follow steps 

A – E below: 

A. Funding Initiative – SHCP 

B. SHCP Area: using the appropriate name from the table below.
