Revision of Remuneration of Non-nursing Personnel under the Programme for
Competitiveness and Work

A Chara,

I am directed bv the Minister for Health to refer to the remuneration of Non-nursing personnel in
the Dublin area’and to convey sanction to the application of an increase of 1% of basic pay for
these grades with effect from 1 January 1997 under the Programme for Competitiveness and
Work. Details of this increase are outlined in circular 1/97 issued by the Department.

Details of revised pay scales for 1 January 1997 are attached. Hourly rates paid to Part-time
Domestics should be revised as follows:

Part-time Domestics in employment on 8 June, 1981 - £5.35
Part-time Domestics who commenced employment after 8 June. 1981 should be paid
on a pro-rata basis, starting at the minimum point of the relevant scale in line with the
part-time workers agreement.

Agencies are reminded that no offers or commitments whatever can be made at any stage with
regard to special increase. or for improvements in conditions of emplovment of any grade. group
or individual, without prior consultation with the Department.
